Subject:  Conservation District Use Permit Requirements for Proposed City Improvements within and Abutting Diamond Head Road

The City and County of Honolulu (City) has finished designing and is proceeding with constructing improvements within portions of the Diamond Head Road easement as well as adjoining areas that I believe are 1) classified within the Conservation District, 2) on Diamond Head State Monument property and 3) entirely on DLNR land .  I would appreciate a formal determination as to whether the City is required under Department of Land and Natural Resources (DLNR) rules to file and obtain approval of a Conservation District Use Application (CDUA) or any other state approvals/permits prior to constructing proposed improvements.  If a CDUA is required, then I plan to request a contested case hearing.

As shown in Attachment 1, based on the City’s Final EA for Diamond Head Road improvements, which claimed the area was classified as Urban and that no state permits were required, I have asked the State Land Use Commission (LUC) for a boundary interpretation to clarify which parts of Diamond Head Road are classified within the Conservation District.

As shown in an Attachment 2, the LUC has responded stating that the City’s project is within the Conservation District by referencing Docket No. A67-152 where in 1967, the State Land Use Commission classified almost a mile of Diamond Head Road and abutting property into the Conservation District.

As shown in Attachment 3, the City is proposing controversial improvements within and abutting Diamond Head Road on DLNR land.  Some of these improvements appear to be outside the road right-of-way and on Diamond Head State Monument property.  Because I am a surfer, I will be adversely affected if the City eliminates the makai parking on Diamond Head Road.
